This Welding Shield Assembly will fit all models of Kirby Morgan helmets and the KMB 18/28 BandMasks. The 
port retainers are supplied with two plug screws designed to protect the two threaded holes on the port re-
tainer, which are provided for mounting the welding shield assembly.

B CAUTION
The Weld Shield mount bolt (6) is to only be used when the Weld Shield is mounted to the port re-
tainer. Use of this screw without the Weld Shield will result in damage to the fiberglass or stainless 
steel port area. The plug screws should be replaced when the Weld Shield is not mounted to the port 
retainer.
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Tools Required:

•  1/4 inch Flat Blade Screwdriver

•  Torque Wrench with Open End Attachments 
3/8 inch

1) Remove the two plug screws from the port retainer.

2) Insert the mount bolts (6) through the spacer washers (7) and then through the mount ears (11, 12).

3) With the shield facing out of the helmet or mask, install and tighten (to 23 inch pounds) the two mount 
bolts (6) into the port retainer.

B WARNING
We highly recommend that extreme caution be exercised by all divers, regardless of helmet or mask 
used, to avoid the possibility of underwater explosions when cutting or welding. It cannot be over 
stressed that any underwater explosion can result in the injury or death of the diver!
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
